5.	 LTE MODEM CONFIGURATION
1.	 Once Debian desktop is up and running it is time 

configure the LTE modem.
2.	 Click the Network Connection icon on the lower 

right corner of the desktop.
3.	 Select New Mobile Broadband Connection from 

the menu.
4.	 In the Set up a Mobile Broadband Connection 

wizard window click Next.
5.	 Select your country and click Next.

6.	 Select your provider and click Next.
7.	 Select your plan and click Next.
8.	 Confirm configuration settings and click Apply.
The modem will attempt to connect to the cellular 
network. Once connection established the network 
connection icon will change to LTE connected icon.
Open a web browser and check your new LTE 
connection.

INSTALLATION

1.	 Download the sensor demo application from the 
following link: http://www.shiratech-solutions.
com/resources/

2.	 Copy the file sensordemo_1.0_all.deb to a USB 
flash drive or micro SD card and connect it to 
your 96Board CE/EE board.

3.	 Open a terminal window.

4.	 To install the sensors demo application type:
$ sudo apt-get install <sensor-demo.deb path>
Example:
$ sudo apt-get install /media/linaro/USB/ 
sensordemo_0.5-1_all.deb

5.	 Once installation is complete open a Web 
browser and type the following address: 
127.0.0.1:8080  
The web browser will show an HTML page 
displaying the four onboard sensors data 
readings refreshing. 
Move your hand above the proximity and time of 
flight sensors and see the sensors data readings 
updates. Move the board and see the absolute 
orientation sensor data readings changes 
according to the board movement.

6.	 To remove the sensor demo application type: 
$ sudo apt-get remove sensordemo
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
